The  Mediterranean  provides  natural  western  boundary—sea  as  border  offers

defense and defines limits. 'Opposite Hamath' (northern marker) to southern limit

creates  western  coastal  extent.  This  completes  the  four-sided  boundary

description: north (v. 15-17), east (v. 18), south (v. 19), west (v. 20). The complete

perimeter  demonstrates  God's  comprehensive  sovereignty:  every  direction

secured,  every  border  defined.  Israel's  inheritance  is  surrounded  by  divine

protection and promise.

Historical Context

Mediterranean coast was Israel's traditional western boundary, though Philistines

often controlled coastal plains. Full coastal control came only briefly under David/

Solomon (2 Samuel 8, 1 Kings 4:21). Ezekiel's vision promises complete coastal

possession—no  Philistine  harassment.  Millennial  kingdom  gives  Israel  secure,

complete  boundaries  in  all  directions,  fulfilling  promises  only  partially  realized

historically.
