faithful messengers endured affliction with steadfastness.

Reformed spirituality draws encouragement from saints of old. Scripture's
narratives equip believers for endurance.

Historical Context
Diaspora Jews revered prophets; James uses shared heritage to encourage

Christian endurance. Hebrews 11 similarly recounts prophetic suffering as
inspiration.
